Due to the City of Greenfield’s new ordinance regarding parades, the following rules will apply
for the 2009 Ameriana Riley Festival Parade. Before completing the attached entry form, please
read and be sure you can comply with these new rules.

1.  There will be a limit of 75 total parade entries and limits on
the number of units in each category.

2.  All participants must line up at one location — Greenfield-
Central High School, 810 N. Broadway Street, Greenfield.
This includes all scout units.

3. No one under _the age of twelve (12) can walk in the Parade;
they must ride on a float.

4. Only Floats will be judged and awarded prize money
depicting the Festival theme.*

5. NO ONE will be allowed to throw candy and/or other items
along the Parade route. Persons may walk along your unit
and hand candy and/or other items to spectators. The person
signing the entry form is responsible to tell all persons in your
unit of this rule.

6. Keep pace with the unit in front of you along the route. Do
not stop and perform along the route.

7. All horses must be diapered.
