Name, address, 

telephone number, category and grade level in upper left-hand corner of paper. 

5. Entries improperly submitted may be disqualified. 

6. Winners will be announced and winning poems will be read at the riley Festival Poetry 

Contest held during the Festival. 

7. All submissions will be destroyed, copyright remains with the author.  Publishing first 

rights granted to media.
